In
short, you will be studying at Germany’s easternmostuniversity.

They are located in the Euroregion Neisse-Nisa-Ny-
sa, the international region encompassing the south-eastern corner of Germany and the
neighbouring parts of Poland and the Czech Republic.

6. Please find the information about the semester fee payment in Mobility Online and trans-
fer the fee. EU-Citizens can pay without bank fees. Non-EU-Citizens can transfer the fee
after their arrival.

Please adhere to the following deadlines:

For admission in the Winter Semester: application by 15 June
For admission in the Summer Semester: application by 15 December
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The academic year is subdivided into two semesters:

Winter Semester Summer Semester
Courses always beginon first weekday after 3 october second or third monday in

Duration of the semester 15weeks 15 weeks

The German language course (20 hours/week), which is compulsory for all ERASMUS stu-
dents, begins two weeks prior to the start of classes.

It will therefore be necessary to arrive two weeks before the official start of classes, and to
plan for an ERASMUS period of 20 weeks.

A few weeks before the beginning of the German course, we will inform you by email on time
and place, including the learning materials necessary.

Visa requirements

A “visa for study purposes” is crucial for non-EU citizens. Please apply for this visa at a
German consular post in your country. Applications must be supported by the following
documents:

« a valid passport

« the Zittau/Gorlitz University’s admission letter

« proof of financial resources (confirmation of scholarship/grant or frozen account —
the reference value is 840 € / month)

« a proof of health insurance (please take out a very limited insurance only, the
German enrolment regulations require you to take out statutory health insurance in
Germany)

Language of instructions

All lectures and seminars are held in German (except for the Bachelor course “Information
and Communication Management*, and the Master’s degree course “Mechatronics”, which
are held in English, as well as the English-taught moduls — check at attachment). Therefore,
we strongly recommend that you take a German language course in your home country
before you come to Germany.

At our university, pre-semester intensive language courses and courses accompanying your
field of study are offered free of charge.

The Studentenwerk (Student Services) will provide you with a room in the halls of residence.
However, it is important to send the application as soon as possible for you to be allocated
the room of your choice.

On your arrival in Zittau or Gorlitz, you will be asked to sign a rental contract. Rates vary
between €200 and €320 per month, depending on standard and facilities. In addition, a de-
posit of €300 is required which — provided the room is in satisfactory condition when you
move out — will be fully refunded.

Please note: If you move into your room after the 15th of the month, you will only need to
pay half of the rent for that month. On the contrary, however, you will need to pay the full
rent for every month commenced.

Should you need sheets, bedding, and the like, you can buy a “Starter kit” for about €45. It
includes pillow, cover, bedclothes and several cleaning aids.

A meal in the student restaurant costs about €2 - €4.
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After your arrival in Zittau or Gorlitz, a number of things need taking care of:

« Opening abank account. Rent payment is cashless only. Bank accounts are free of charge
for students until the age of 23 years.
Payments. Semester fee: €94,10; Student ID Card: €10.00 — total: €104,10. This fee is not a
tuition fee. However, it is mandatory for every student and includes many social benefits.
EU-citizens are asked to transfer the money prior to arrival from their home country. Non-
EU-citizens would have to pay a considerable bank fee, we recommend to pay the fee
upon arrival.

Submission of proof of statutory health insurance. Students from EU countries only need
to present their health insurance card, whereas students from non-EU countries are requi-
red to take out health insurance in Germany (AOK, Barmer, DAK, TK etc). Please under-
stand that we do not accept private health insurance! Students from Turkey need to present
proof of their statutory Turkish health insurance (AT11).

Registering at the residents’ registration office. You are required to register with the local
(Zittau or Gorlitz) registration office by presenting your passport, rental agreement and
enrolment letter.

Registering at the immigration office. Registration is compulsory for every foreign student
who is planning to stay in Germany for more than 90 days.

ECTS - short for European Credit Transfer System — has been developed by the European
Commission to provide a unified approach for the reliable academic recognition of work
completed abroad. It employs a method by which the academic work can be measured, com-
pared and transferred from one institution to another. 1 ECTS point is the equivalent of 30
hours’” workload. Usually 30 ECTS points are required per semester.

The Faculty Coordinator is your first contact person who will assist you in choosing the
right modules and preparing your Learning Agreement. He/she will provide you with all the
required information on courses and ECTS credits. Prior to your departure, both partner
institutions and you will sign your Learning Agreement.

We require a written approval of your home university if you wish to stay for a second semes-
ter. Additional you need to apply once more in mobility online for the regarding semester. You
also need to observe our re-enrolment deadlines by making sure to pay the semester fee in
due time. Our International Office will be glad to assist you in the process.

Please note that not all the results of your exams may be made available before your depar-
ture. You will find your Transcript of Records in the mobility online as soon as all marks
for your modules are available. It is mandatory to de-register at the International Office
through a form you receive there — otherwise we cannot issue and mail your Transcript of
Records.
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After their day’s work, our students and staff also take an active part in social, cultural and
sporting activities. Student clubs in Zittau and Gorlitz offer recreational facilities.

The university offers a great variety of cultural opportunities, e.g. singing in a choir or beco-
ming a member of one of the numerous clubs.

The sports centre invites students to participate in a wide variety of sporting activities.

Whether it is aqua jogging, archery or football — there is something for everyone. Expenses
for sports amount to €10 to €30 per semester.
